9. Condition for Noise Pollution:

The entrepreneur shall take adequate measures for control of noise from its own sources
within the premises so as to maintain ambient air quality standards in respect of noise to
less than 75 db(A) during day time and 70 db(A) during night time.

Any
change in production capacity, process, raw materials, use etc. shall have to be
intimated to the Board. For any enhancement of the above, fresh consent has to be
obtained from J & K State Pollution Control Board.
