Under Solid waste Management Rules, 2016:

The occupier shall segregate and store the waste generated by them in three
separate streams namely bio-degradable, non biodegradable and domestic
hazardous waste in colour coded bins and handover segregated wastes to
authorised waste pickers or waste collectors as per the direction or notification by

the local authorities from time to time. The following specifications may be

adopted:

Type of Waste Colour of Bin
Bio-degradable waste Green
Recyclable waste (Plastic/metal canes) White/ Blue
Other wastes Black

The occupier shall store horticulture waste and garden waste generated from his
premises separately in his own premises and dispose off as per the directions of
the local body from time to time.

The occupier shall not throw, burn or bury the solid waste generated by him, on
streets, open public spaces outside his premises or in the drain or water bodies.
The occupier shall pay such user fee for solid waste management, as specified in
the bye laws of the local bodies.

The occupier shall facilitate collection of segregated waste in separate streams,
handover recyclable material to either the authorised waste pickers or the
authorised recyclers. The bio-degradable waste shall be processed, treated and
disposed off through composting or bio-methanation within the premises as far as
possible. The residual waste shall be given to the waste collectors or agency as
directed by the local body.

The occupier shall make his own arrangements for composting (Bio mechanical
Composters / Bio methane Plants) if the concerned Urban Local Body / Panchayat
does not have scientific waste processing facility, duly consented by the Board, in

place.
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Under Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016:

The occupier shall take steps to minimize generation of plastic waste and segregate
plastic waste at source in accordance with Solid Waste Management Rules, 2016 or
as amended from time to time.

The occupier shall not litter the plastic waste and ensure scgregated storage of
waste at source and handover segregated waste (o urban local body or gram
panchayat or agencies appointed by them or registered waste pickers’, registered
recyclers or waste collection agencies.

The occupier shall pay such user fee or charge as may be specified in the bye-laws
of the local bodies for plastic waste management such as waste collection or

operation of the facility thereof, etc.

Under The Jammu and Kashmir Non-Biodegradable Material (Management, Handling and Disposal)

The Hotel /Restaurant owner shall abide by the directions of the Board which will
be issued from time to time. Any infringement/violation or transgression of the
statutory enactments of Environment (Protection) Act & Rules framed /applicable
thereof be the unit holder shall be sufficient cause to prosecute the violator.

The Hotel/Restaurant shall be under surveillance monitoring of J & K State
Pollution Control Board.

The Hotel/Restaurant owner shall provide adequate arrangement for fighting the
accidental leakages/discharge of any air pollutant/gas/liquid from the vessel,
mechanical etc. which are likely to cause fire hazard including environmental
pollution.

Good Housekeeping practices shall be adopted in the hotel and its premises at all

times.
