3. Compliance under Solid Waste Management Rules 2016, dated 8-4-2016

i The occupier shall segregate and store the waste generated by them in three separate

streams namely bio-degradable, non biodegradable and domestic hazardous waste in
colour coded bins and handover segregated wastes 10 authorised waste pickers or waste
collectors as per the direction or notification by the local authorities from time to time.
The following specifications may be adopted:

not have scientific waste processing facility, duly consented by the Board, in place.
