The occupier shall take steps to minimize generation of plastic waste and segregate
plastic waste at source in accordance with Solid Waste Management Rules, 2016 or
as amended from time to time.

The occupier shall not litter the plastic waste and ensure segregated storage of waste
at source and handover segregated waste to urban local body or gram panchayat or
agencies appointed by them or registered waste pickers’, registered recyclers or
waste collection agencies.

The occupier shall pay such user fee or charge as may be specified in the bye-laws
of the local bodies for plastic waste management such as waste collection or
operation of the facility thereof, etc. Under The Jammu and Kashmir Non-
