CONSENT is granted to M/s Jammu Motors (P) Ltd.

Located in the area declared under the provisions of the Water Act / Air Act, subject to the
provisions of the Act and the Orders that may be made further and subject to the following terms

and conditions:-

1. The Consent to Establish / Operate(Fresh) is granted for a period up to One year from date

of issue.

2. The consent granted by the Board is restricted to Prevention and Control of Pollution only
and shall not be treated as substitute of permission required under other laws of the land.

3. Category of the service station as per UCM Guidelines: Orange.

4. The Consent is valid for operation of service station with capital investment (Land, Building
,Plant and machinery) of Rs. 29.18 lacs.

§. The service station is registered with DIC vide No: 07/04/00564 dt: 10-9-2014.

The emissions or discharge of environmental pollutants from the service station shall not exceed
the relevant parameters and standards for the said service station operation under respective schedules
of the Environment (Protection) Rules , 1986 and as amended from time to time.

6. Standards of discharge of Treated Effluent

a. Treatment : The applicant has to operate and maintain a comprehensive treatment system
consisting of Primary / Secondary and / or Tertiary treatment as is warranted with reference
to influent quality and operate and maintain the same continuously so as to achieve the
quality of the treated effluent to the following standards before disposal.

b. Standards for discharge of sewerage treatment

Sewage Treatment - The applicant has to install a2 comprehensive treatment system as is
warranted with reference to effluent quality and operate and maintain the same continuously
so as lo achieve the quality of treated effluent to the following standards before disposal :-

7. Standards for discharge of Air emissions:
a. The entrepreneur shall comply to National Ambient Air Quality Standards as per EP Act
1986 (refer rule 3(3B) .

8. Compliance under Solid Waste Management Rules 2016, dated 8-4-2016

i. The occupier shall segregate and store the waste generated by them in three separate
streams namely bio-degradable. non biodegradable and domestic hazardous waste in
colour coded bins and handover segregated wastes to authorised waste pickers or waste
collectors as per the direction or notification by the local authorities from time to time.
The following specifications may be adopted:

Type of Waste Colour of Bin
Bio-degradable waste Green
Recyclable waste (Plastic/metal canes) White/ Blue
Other wastes Black

i The occupier shall store horticulture waste and garden waste generated from his
premises separately in his own premises and dispose off as per the directions of the

local body from time to time.

i, The occupier shall not throw, burn or bury the solid waste generated by him, on
streets, open public spaces outside his premises or in the drain or water bodies.

iv, The occupier shall pay such user fee for solid waste management, as specified in the
bye laws of the local bodies.

V. The occupier shall facilitate collection of segregated waste in separate streams,
handover recyclable material to either the authorised waste pickers or the authorised
recyclers. The bio-degradable waste shall be processed, treated and disposed off
through composting or bio-methanation within the premises as far as possible. The
residual waste shall be given to the waste collectors or agency as directed by the local
body.

vi. The occupier shall make his own arrangements for composting (Bio mechanical
Composters / Bio methane Plants) if the concerned Urban Local Body / Panchayat docs
not have scientific waste processing facility. duly consented by the Board. in place.

Non-hazardous solid waste : The non-hazardous solid waste has to be handled and
disposed as per the guidelines of Solid Waste Management Rules. 2016.

Type of waste Quantity Disposal

9. Compliance under Plastic Waste Management Rules 2016, dated 18-3-2016:

i The occupier shall take steps to minimize generation of plastic waste and segregate
plastic waste at source in accordance with Solid Waste Management Rules, 2016 or as
amended from time to time.

1. The occupier shall not litter the plastic waste and ensure segregated storage of waste at
source and handover segregated waste to urban local body or gram panchayat or
agencies appointed by them or registered waste pickers’, registered recyclers or wastce
collection agencies.

iii. The occupier shall pay such user fee or charge as may be specified in the bye-laws of
the local bodies for plastic waste management such as waste collection or operation of
the facility thereof, etc. Under The Jammu and Kashmir Non-Biodegradable Material
(Management, Handling and Disposal) Act, 2007:

iv. In compliance of the Rule No. 9 (1) and 9 (2) of the Act, the entrepreneur shall have to
ensure that no biodegradable or non-biodegradable garbage is placed in open public

view or thrown in any drainage system, lake, wetland or any other water body.

10. Compliance under Noise Pollution (Regulation and Control) Rules 2000 as amended

The entrepreneur shall take adequate measures for control of noise from its own sources

within the premises so as to maintain ambient air quality standards in respect of noisc to

less than 75 db(A) during day time and 70 db(A) during night time. Daylime is rechoned in
j/ between 6am to 10pm and night time is 10pm to 6am.
